'On the third day a wedding
took place at Cana in Galilee.
Jesus’ mother was there, “and
Jesus and his disciples had
also been 1nvited to the
wedding. "When the wine was
gone, Jesus’ mother said to
him, “They have no more
wine.”

“Dear woman, why do you
ivolve me?” Jesus replied.
“My time has not yet come.”

*His mother said to the
servants, “Do whatever he
tells you.”

°Nearby stood six stone
water jars, the kind used by
the Jews for ceremonial
washing, each holding from
twenty to thirty gallons.

"Jesus said to the servants,
“Fill the jars with water”; so
they filled them to the brim.

5Then he told them, “Now
draw some out and take it to
the master of the banquet.”

They did so, “and the
master of the banquet tasted
the water that had been turned
into wine. He did not realize
where it had come from,
though the servants who had
drawn the water knew. Then
he called the bridegroom
aside '’and said, “Everyone
brings out the choice wine
first and then the cheaper
wine after the guests have had
too much to drink; but you
have saved the best till now.”

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CRAFT/ACTIVITY: CLAY WATER JARS

Using play dough as clay, students will form water jars to remind them of how the servants filled six stone
water jars with water. Jesus turned the water into wine.

MATERIALS
1. 2 cups flour
2. 1 cupsalt
3. 2/3 cup water
4. Bowl for mixing
5. Measuring cup
6. Wax Paper for each student
DIRECTIONS

1. Mix the flour and salt together in a bowl first. Then add in water slowly. Squeeze the dough with
your hands until it is smooth. If the play dough is crumbly, add more water. If the play dough is too
wet, sprinkle it with flour.

Pass out a small piece of wax paper and a small lump of play dough to each student.

Instruct them to roll it out into a long snake.

Have students coil the “snake” into circles.

Using their fingers, students should press together any parts that aren’t touching.

Play dough will air dry over time (up to two weeks depending on thickness of water jar).

FOR DISCUSSION

As students are creating their water jars, discuss how Jesus performed his first miracle at the wedding in
Cana. This helped reveal his glory and his disciples put their faith in him. Help students realize that
miracles still happen today.

In Bible times,
weddings could last
for many days.

Jesus had turned
the water into wine!

The master of the banquet said,
“Everyone brings out the best wine first and
then the cheaper wine after the guests have
had too much to drink. You have saved the
best until now.”

This was the first miracle that Jesus
performed. This showed the disciples His
glory. The disciples put their trust in Him.
