**Then Moses led Israel
from the Red Sea and they
went into the Desert of
Shur.

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CRAFT/ACTIVITY: SWEET WATER

Students will make bitter water turn into sweet water to remind them of how Moses threw a piece of wood
into the water and it became sweet.
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MATERIALS

Lemons T
Small Paper Cups i~

Pitcher of Water

Popsicle Sticks/Tongue Depressors j
Sugar

Knife

DIRECTIONS

Pass out a paper cup to each student.

Pour water into each cup.

Slice the lemons in half and pass around the halves.

Allow students to squeeze the lemons into their cups.

Allow them to try their “bitter water”.

Take the class outside for a few minutes to play, review the story, practice the memory verse, etc.
Have someone sneak into your classroom and add sugar to each cup of “bitter” water. Stir in sugar.
When the students return, have them stir the water with a wooden Popsicle stick or tongue depressor.
Have them sample the “sweet” water.

FOR DISCUSSION

As students are squeezing lemon juice into their cups, remind them that the Israelites traveled for three days
without finding water. As the students are tasting their “bitter water”, remind them that when the Israelites
did find water, it was bitter. When the students are stirring their water with Popsicle sticks/tongue
depressors, remind them of how Moses threw a piece of wood into the water and it became sweet. God
provided for the Israelites. He provides for us today, as our memory verse indicates.
