'Now the serpent was more crafty than any of
the wild animals the LORD God had made. He said
to the woman, “Did God really say, ‘You must not
eat from any tree in the garden’?”

The woman said to the serpent, “We may eat
fruit from the trees in the garden, *but God did say,
“You must not eat fruit from the tree that is in the
middle of the garden, and you must not touch it, or
you will die.””

*You will not surely die,” the serpent said to
the woman. >For God knows that when you eat of it
your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God,
knowing good and evil.”

*When the woman saw that the fruit of the tree
was good for food and pleasing to the eye, and also
desirable for gaining wisdom, she took some and ate
it. She also gave some to her husband, who was with
her, and he ate it. "Then the eyes of both of them
were opened, and they realized they were naked; so
they sewed fig leaves together and made coverings
for themselves.

Then the man and his wife heard the sound of
the LORD God as he was walking in the garden in
the cool of the day, and they hid from the LORD
God among the trees of the garden. *But the LORD
God called to the man, “Where are you?”

CRAFT/ACTIVITY. TASTY TREES

Students will make a “tree of the knowledge of good and evil” that is edible to remind them how sin entered
into the world when Eve was deceived by the serpent and ate the fruit.
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MATERIALS
Y4 Cup Butter
3 Cups Mini Marshmallows
12 Teaspoon Green Food Coloring
4 Cups Corn Flake Cereal
Red Hots or Runts Candies
Gummy Worms
Large Glass Bowl
Spoon
Electric Griddle (or microwave oven)

. Sauce Pan
. Ice Cream Cones
. Measuring Cups and Spoons

DIRECTIONS

In the microwave, melt the butter in the glass bowl (on an electric griddle, melt butter in a sauce pan).

Stir in the marshmallows and melt together.

Add the food coloring and mix thoroughly.

Stir in the corn flakes.

Form the mixture into a ball shape and place on top of an ice cream cone.

Add Red Hots or Runts to represent the fruit. Place a gummy worm on top to represent the serpent.

FOR DISCUSSION

While the students are making their “tasty trees” highlight the key points from the story. Help them
understand the memory verse below. Desire leads to sin. Sin leads to death apart from God. Satan often
disguises sin as “sweet” like the fruit, yet sin always leads to death. Give students the opportunity to receive
Christ as their personal Lord and Savior.

MEMORY VERSE

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Adam and Eve could have stayed in the beautiful garden forever if they had
obeyed God. But they ate fruit from the one tree God told them not to touch.
That was the first sin. After that God made them leave the Garden of Eden.
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Adam and Eve took a short trip to eat the forbidden fruit. Then they had to take a much

longer trip. They had to move out of the garden forever! Read the story below. Then write

the capitalized words in the puzzle.
After Adam and Eve sinned by eating the fruit, they realized they were NAKED.
They sewed fig LEAVES to cover themselves. Then they HID from God among
some TREES because they were AFRAID. God SAW them. He told them they
would be punished for disobeying Him. They had to MOVE from their beautiful
garden home. He placed CHERUBIM on the EAST side of the garden and a flaming
SWORD, which flashed back and forth, to guard the way to the tree of life.

When they LIVED outside, Adam and Eve found things very different. Eve had FAIN
in bearing children. Adam had to WORK hard to make crops grow. After many
years, they DIED.

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PRESCHOOL GAME

Supplies:  masking tape

Play this game after youv have told about how the
cunning Serpent tricked Eve in the Garden of Eden.

lace a line of masking tape on one side of the room to be the
P line between the beautiful Garden of Eden and the outside

world. Say: In the Bible, a big snake tricked Eve. After
that, God would never let him go into the beautiful garden he
lived in again. Today we’re going to make a big snake that wig-
gles and hisses around the room. We’'ll start by making little
snakes and then we’ll all hook together to make one big snake.

Have the children start by stretching out on the floor on their
tummies. Have them practice slithering on their own. When they
feel comfortable doing that, help each child choose a partner.
(Young preschoolers will enjoy moving on to the obstacle stage with-
out hooking up fo partners.)

Show children how one person can hold the ankles of a partner to
make a two-person snake that slithers across the floor on its belly.
Then have children connect to make four-person snakes. Continue in
this manner until the whole group is one big snake. Depending on
your kids’ ability, you can set up obstacles so the giant snake can
crawl over “mountains” and through “holes” in a path to the end of the
garden. Once the children cross over the tape line, the game is over.
