Exodus 34:1-35

Exodus 34

'The LORD said to Moses, “Chisel out two stone
tablets like the first ones, and I will write on them the words
that were on the first tablets, which you broke. “Be ready in
the morning, and then come up on Mount Sinai. Present
yourself to me there on top of the mountain. *No one is to
come with you or be seen anywhere on the mountain; not
even the flocks and herds may graze in front of the
mountain.”

*So Moses chiseled out two stone tablets like the first
ones and went up Mount Sinai early in the morning, as the
LORD had commanded him; and he carried the two stone
tablets in his hands. *Then the LORD came down in the
cloud and stood there with him and proclaimed his name,
the LORD. °And he passed in front of Moses, proclaiming,
“The LORD, the LORD, the compassionate and gracious
God, slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness,
"maintaining love to thousands, and forgiving wickedness,
rebellion and sin. Yet he does not leave the guilty
unpunished; he punishes the children and their children for
the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation.”

%“O Lord, if I have found favor in your eyes,” he said, “then
let the Lord go with us. Although this is a stiff-necked
people, forgive our wickedness and our sin, and take us as
your inheritance.”

!8«Celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread. For seven
days eat bread made without yeast, as I commanded you. Do
this at the appointed time in the month of Abib, for in that
month you came out of Egypt.

"“The first offspring of every womb belongs to me,
including all the firstborn males of your livestock, whether
from herd or flock. *’Redeem the firstborn donkey with a
lamb, but if you do not redeem it, break its neck.

2"Then the LORD said to Moses, “Write down these
words, for in accordance with these words I have made a
covenant with you and with Israel.” **Moses was there with
the LORD forty days and forty nights without eating bread
or drinking water. And he wrote on the tablets the words of
the covenant—the Ten Commandments.

»When Moses came down from Mount Sinai with the
two tablets of the Testimony in his hands, he was not aware
that his face was radiant because he had spoken with the
LORD. **When Aaron and all the Israelites saw Moses, his
face was radiant, and they were afraid to come near him.
31But Moses called to them; so Aaron and all the leaders of
the community came back to him, and he spoke to them.

32 A fterward all the Israelites came near him, and he gave
them all the commands the LORD had given him on Mount
Sinai.

'When Moses finished speaking to them, he put a veil
over his face. **But whenever he entered the LORD’S
presence to speak with him, he removed the veil until he
came out. And when he came out and told the Israelites
what he had been commanded, 35they saw that his face was
radiant. Then Moses would put the veil back over his face
until he went in to speak with the LORD.

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CRAFT/ACTIVITY. NEW STONE TABLETS

Students will make stone tablets to remind them that Moses had to chisel new stone tablets for the ten
commandments.

MATERIALS
1. Clay or the following:
a. 1 cup flour
b. Y2 cup salt I Wi
c. 2 tablespoons Cream of Tartar II VIl
d. 1 cup water I11I RIVIII
e. 2 tablespoons food coloring (optional) IV I
f. 2 tablespoons oil W x
Boil Water
Mix and Cool
2. Wax Paper for each student
3. Popsicle Sticks
DIRECTIONS

Pass out a small piece of wax paper and a small lump of clay to each student.
Instruct them smash it flat like a pancake.

Have students use Popsicle sticks to cut out two stone tablets.

Students may use their finger nails to “write” the ten commandments on the tablets.
