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Craft/Activity:  Plaques    

Students will make plaques to remind them that spending time with God is more important than doing 

things for Him. 

 
Materials 

1. 67 lb. White Cardstock 

2. Plaque Pattern 

3. Crayons, Markers, or Colored Pencils 

4. Glue 

5. Large Craft Sticks (Tongue Depressors) 

6. Adhesive Magnet Strips 

 

Directions 
 

1. Make copies of the “Plaque Pattern” onto 67 lb. cardstock for each of your students. 
2. Pass out 4 craft sticks to each student. 

3. Students should glue the craft sticks into the shape of a square. 

4. Have students color the words with crayons, markers, or colored pencils.  

5. Allow students to cut out their plaque and glue it to the “frame” that they just made with the craft 
sticks. 

6. Adhere two magnetic strips to the backside of the completed plaque. 

 

For Discussion 

 
As students are working on their plaques, remind them that Jesus rebuked Martha for being upset with 

Mary.  Jesus pointed out that Mary chose what was better; spending time with Him.  Encourage students to 

be like Mary and spend quality time “at the Lord’s feet.” This time could be spent praying, singing praises, 
reading the Bible, etc.  Many of us are like Martha.  We run around doing things for the Lord, but don’t 
spend enough time with the Lord.
